
This workshop is intended for the first-time watercolor  
student or the student with limited watercolor painting  
experience. Some knowledge of basic drawing is helpful 
but not necessary.  
 
Areas that will be explored in this eight-week course  
includes types and characteristics of watercolor paper, 
stretching (or not stretching) watercolor paper, watercolor 
brushes and how to use them, color theory, mixing of  
pigments, watercolor techniques including washes, wet-
on-wet, wet-on-dry, dry brush, the use of masking agents, 
glazing, tips and tricks, composition and design, theory of 
light and shadow, creating various textures with  
watercolor, and much more. 
 
The goal of the class will be to learn and explore while 
completing  a variety of weekly exercises. Students will be 
led through each exercise along with the instructor and 
given personal coaching when needed.
